FIELD COORDINATOR


SEPTEMBER

· Arrange with school AD to protect athletic track around field from damage from tractors and golf carts.

· Organize field coordination team, pre-on deck, on deck, field coordinator and field exit. Need walkie talkies for this (channel 3).

· Arrange for electrical cord with big plug in box for sideline, check LBPA supplies

· Meets with and coordinate plans with band guides and pit guides.

· Two volunteers at gate near field house, one volunteer at on deck corner to hold pits, Two volunteers at exit to stop spectators while bands exit.

· Arrange sign for pointing band members to main entrance when coming back into show.

· Arrange for two walkie-talkies, on deck and field coordinator (channel 3).

· Arrange for rope and barrels for path for exiting bands.

EVENT DAY

· Field prep: Get yard markers out of field house, put electric cord at mid field-can plug into backside of bleachers in center, put up American Flag on main pole (get from field house), put down mat over track

· Discuss strategy before event with  Band Director (if pits or props need to enter from end zone or back of field, the field coordinator near field house needs to know before the pit’s pre on deck time) otherwise, assume all pits enter from field front at min field.

· Pit members (parents) do not need a wrist band while helping during performance.  They will need wrist band for re-entrance to the show.

· Be sure tractor or golf cart drivers are careful not to damage track.

· On exit, on-deck coordinator directs traffic pattern of exiting band.

AFTER EVENT

· Collect electric cords.

· Collect yard markers and return.

· Take down American Flag and return to field house storage.
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
